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The History of the Rosary

St. Dominic, the founder of the Dominican Order, had a vision of Mary, who told
him about the Rosary

TheThird Century AD: The Rosary has roots in several early Christian prayer traditions. They
share similar formats to the Rosary with repetitive structures and prayers.

eThird-century Christian hermits and monks in Egypt (known as Desert Fathers) used stones
and later prayer ropes to keep track when praying the 150 Psalms.

*Various forms of “the Jesus Prayer” (such as “Lord Jesus Christ, Son of God, have mercy
on me.’) became popular. The short prayer was said over and over again in a type of mantra
while counting beads.

*The Our Father was also prayed 150 times, using a string of beads with five decades referred
to as a Paternoster (Latin for “Our Father”)

¢ Early 1100s AD: Following the ancient tradition of repetitive prayer, St. Alvery would recite
150 Hail Mary prayers every day, but that’s not all! He would also genuflect (kneeling with
your right knee to the ground) for one hundred of them and lay prostrate (lying flat on your
chest) for the last fifty. If you think the modern-day Rosary is a lot to handle, consider that it's
only 50 Hail Mary’s—and you don’t have to genuflect or lie down for any of them!

¢ 1214 AD: St. Dominic, the founder of the Dominican Order, had a vision of Mary, who told
him about the Rosary (and even showed him a pair of rosary beads!). Dominic made it his
mission to spread the Rosary wherever he went. He encouraged lay Catholics to gather in
small groups to pray an early version of the Rosary together.

. Early 1400s  AD: Dominic of Prussia developed the Joyful, Glorious,
and Sorrowful mysteries of the Rosary. By centering each decade on an event in the lives of
Jesus and Mary, the prayer unleashed the spiritual imagination to contemplate these
important moments in the Gospels.

Ever have a hard time focusing on the mystery while you pray? Dominic also
developed the practice of the Scriptural Rosary, which many people still use today! The
Scriptural Rosary invites you to read a line of the Gospels before each Hail Mary, helping you
focus on the mystery more deeply.

¢ Mid-Late 1400s AD: When Alan de Rupe of Brittany discovered the Rosary, he instantly saw
it as a powerful tool for spiritual growth...and one that was meant for everyone! Rupe set out
to massively increase the popularity of the Rosary throughout Europe and he succeeded. He
established Rosary confraternities, where members would pledge to pray fifteen decades of
the Rosary each week and to pray for each other.

¢ 1571 AD: During the pontificate of Pope PiusV, the Ottoman Turks became a serious threat
to Christian countries. In 1571, an enormous fleet of 120,000 Ottoman soldiers approached
the Greek coast, ready to attack. On that same day, the Rosary Confraternity of Rome met to
pray for the victory of the Christian forces...and against all odds, the Christian army won the
battle! Incommemoration, Pope PiusV established a feast day in honor of Our Lady of Victory
on October 7th.

¢ 1597 AD: The first recorded use of the term “Rosary” was published.

¢ Early 1700s AD: St. Louis de Montfort was a Catholic priest who so loved Mary and the
Rosary that he encouraged Catholics to consecrate themselves to Jesus through Mary. He
wrote multiple spiritual classics including True Devotion to the Blessed Virgin, The Secret of
the Rosary, andThe Secret of Mary. These masterpieces were some of the Church's earliest
works that combined the study of Mary (Mariology) with the study of God (Theology). Saint
Louis de Montfort's works have inspired men and women to know and love Mary and Jesus
for centuries.

¢ 1917 AD: Mary appeared to three shepherd children in Fatima, Portugal, giving them many
messages, including a call to pray the Rosary every single day for world peace. She invited
them to add on a short prayer to every decade: “O my Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us
from the fires of hell, and bring all souls to heaven, especially those in most need of your
mercy.” This new update to the Rosary is called “The Fatima Prayer.”

® 2002 AD: Pope John Paul Il instituted the Luminous Mysteries or the Mysteries of Light,
which focused on epic moments in the life of Jesus when his divinity exploded into ordinary
human activities. He also named October 2002-October 2003 “The Year of the Rosary” to
spread devotion across the world.

The History of the Hail Mary:

¢ 590 AD: Believe it or not, the Hail Mary used to only be one line from Luke’s Gospel: “Hail
Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee!” In 590 AD, Pope Gregory the Great invited Catholics
to pray the Hail Mary during the Mass on the Fourth Sunday of Advent. This was the
beginning of the prayer’s popularity.

¢ 1050 AD: Later, the words of Elizabeth to Mary were added to the Hail Mary prayer: “Blessed
art thou among women and blessed is the fruit of thy womb.’( Luke 1:39-44) At this point,
more people started praying the Hail Mary repetitively, using beads to keep track.

¢ 1261 AD: Pope Urban IV added the name of Jesus to the end of Elizabeth’s words: “Blessed
art thou among women and blessed is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus.”

¢ 1555 AD: St. Peter Canisius published the Hail Mary in his catechism with almost the entire
final petition. His version read: “Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee. Blessed art
thou among women and blessed is the fruit of thy womb, Jesus. Holy Mary, Mother of God,
pray for us sinners.”

¢ 1566 AD: Eleven years later, the Catechism of the Council of Trent included, for the first time,
the entire petition, concluding with the words “now and at the hour of our death. Amen’

¢ 1568 AD: The Hail Mary was officially approved as the current version we say today: “Hail
Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee. Blessed art thou among women and blessed is the
fruit of thy womb, Jesus. Holy Mary, Mother of God, prayer for us sinners, now and at the
hour of our death. Amen”
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The Origin of Rosary Beads

Catholics were not the first to pray with beads. And while the exact origin of prayer
beads is unknown, men and women of many faiths and cultures (Hindus, Greeks, Buddhists,
and more) have (and do) use beads to pray. In fact, the word bead in English is actually
derived from an Old English word bede that means prayer.

The use of prayer beads almost universally is to allow the person to keep track of the
number of prayers that have been said, while at the same time focusing on the deeper
meaning of the prayers themselves.

While praying with beads certainly wasn’t an original idea, it's a powerful reminder
that everything before the coming of Jesus was preparing for that moment and that God
yearns to transform everything into something holy, even something as ordinary as a small
rope with some beads on it.

How Many Beads Are on a Set of Rosary Beads?

Catholics use a rosary made up of fifty-nine beads. The six large beads are used for praying
the Our Father prayer, and the fifty-three smaller beads are used for praying the Hail Mary
prayer. Other prayers of the Rosary include the Apostles’ Creed, the Glory Be, and the Hail,
Holy Queen.There are five decades, or groups of ten small beads, that make up the main
portion of the Rosary.

The Mysteries of the Rosary

The mysteries of the rosary were introduced by Dominic of Prussia sometime
between 1410 and 1439.This gave each decade of the rosary a unique quality. Each mystery
leads us to ponder very specific events in the lives of Jesus and Mary and the lessons they
hold for our own lives today.

There were originally three sets of mysteries: the Joyful Mysteries, the Sorrowful
Mysteries, and the Glorious Mysteries.

On October 16, 2002, almost 600 years after the original Mysteries of the rosary were
established, Pope John Paul Il proposed adding a new set of mysteries called the Luminous
Mysteries (the Mysteries of Light).

The Story of St. Dominic

Did you know that the Rosary is a powerful weapon against evil?
In 1214, the Church was facing a growing threat: the Albigensian Heresy. This heresy
promoted a dualistic view of reality where the material world is completely corrupt and even
evil. Under this view, humans must renounce the world in order to be free.
St. Dominic was called to combat this heresy in an unexpected, but powerful way.
It is widely believed that in 1214, Dominic had a vision of Mary. She is said to have presented
him with a string of beads and special prayers to say through her intercession. The Rosary
would continue to develop over the next few centuries, but it quickly became Dominic’s
greatest weapon in the spiritual battle against the Albigensians. It also transformed his life
and mission. Dominic grew an incredible devotion and love for Mary and the Rosary, and
shared this knowledge with the Dominican Order, which he founded. The Dominicans
promoted the Rosary throughout the world, and still do to this day!
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The Rosary and You

The rosary is an incredibly rewarding spiritual practice for the men and women of
any age, and all ages. It is like an ancient treasure map that has led countless men and
women from all walks of life to the treasures of peace, joy, clarity, and contentment.

You can pray the Rosary for a special intention. You can pray the Rosary to grow into
a better person, employee, neighbor, citizen, and member of the human family. You can pray
the Rosary to deepen your love and understanding of the Gospels. And it only takes about 20
minutes of your time!

The Rosary works. It's a very powerful way to pray. There is just something about it
that settles our hearts and minds. It puts everything in perspective and allows us to see things
as they really are. It reaches deep down into our souls and puts us at ease, creating a peace
that is rare and beautiful.

But don’t take ourword for it. Try it for yourself. Develop a habit of praying the Rosary,
and discover the treasures of this powerful, ancient prayer.

1. (Monday)-The Messianic Cycle Begins

“The Virgin Mary was embraced by the holy Trinity before time ever existed. She was the
Trinity's Tabernacle. She contained the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit in her womb,
because She contained the blessed fruit of Her virginal womb, Jesus, in whom was found
the unity of the Word with the Father and the Holy Spirit. She was thus the Beloved of the
most Holy Trinity. Revelation is Her treasure, and She is the kind and beloved Queen of
Revelation. She distributes Wisdom and gives the Word. She is the virginal Fountain made
life-giving by God. She gushes forth with streams of living water, that is, eternal life, for
whoever drinks of it.”

The First Rosary Mystery: The Immaculate Conception of Mary

Meditation: “The soul created to be soul of the Mother of God! When this
vital spark derived from the throb of the Threefold Love of the Trinity, the angels
rejoiced because Paradise had never seen a bright light like this. Like a petal of a
heavenly rose, a mystical and precious petal, that was a gem and a flame, the breath
of God descended to give life to a body quite differently than for others.

The Announcer, who was already familiar with the ways of the earth, as he
had descended to speak to the Prophets, with a cry of joy took from the divine Fire
the spark which was the soul of the eternal Maid and clasping it in the circle of the
angelic flames of his spiritual love, brought it down onto the Earth, into a house,
into a womb, [Anne’s].

Thus, when | said to My disciples ‘Baptize them in the name of the Father, the
Son and the Holy Ghost’, it is meant that they were to bring My Word to people in
My name, the living water which originates from Me, that people have to go to the
source. Love ltself, the Father, offers you humans the Word which enables you to
reach profound wisdom if you live accordingly and thereby awaken the spirit within
you which will give you complete enlightenment. Your soul needs this Word which
alone has the same effect as pure water on your body: that it leaves the bath
strengthened and suitable for every task it will be required to do. And thus, My
disciples were supposed to carry My Word to all people who were meant to receive
something precious with love which was to kindle their love in turn and bring the
spirit within them to life.

Poor Mother, who through grace
and love, realizes what this hour means! Painful spasms appear across Mary’s face,
and Her eyes dilate at an interior vision of deep grief. But She does not make a scene.
She is as solemn as Her Son.

While speaking, Jesus has slid down on His knees at the feet of His Mother
and He looks at Her embracing Her by the waist.

Mary weeps silently, Her face slightly raised for an internal prayer to God.
Tears stream down Her pale cheeks and fall on Her lap and on the head of Jesus,
who then rests it on Her heart.

Then Jesus stands up. He adjusts His mantle, remains standing in front of His
Mother, who is still weeping, and He blesses Her in His turn. Then He turns His steps
toward the door. Before going out He says to Her: Mother, | will come again before

consuming My Passover. Pray while waiting for Me. And He goes out.” Ref: Vol. 4 The

Then, in turns,
one recites a couplet, and the others in chorus sing another part, and so forth till the
end.

Jesus sits down. He does not lie down. He sits as we do. And He says: Now
that the old rite has been accomplished, | will celebrate the new one. | have promised
you a miracle of love. Itis time to work it. That is why | have longed for this Passover.
From now on this is the Victim that will be consumed in a perpetual rite of love. My
beloved friends, | have loved you throughout the whole life of the Earth. | have loved
you for the whole eternity, My children. And | want to love you till the end. There is
nothing greater than this. Bear that in mind. | am going away. But we shall remain
forever united through the miracle that | will now work.

Jesus takes a loaf still entire and places it on the chalice that has been filled.
He blesses and offers both, He then breaks the bread and takes thirteen morsels of
it and gives one to each apostle saying: Take this and eat it. This is My Body. Do this
in remembrance of Me, Who am going away. He gives the chalice and says: Take
this and drink it. This is My Blood. This is the chalice of the new alliance in My Blood
and through My Blood that will be shed for you, to remit your sins and give you the
Life. Do this in remembrance of Me.

Jesus is very sad. There is no smile, no trace of light, no color on His face. It
is already an agonizing face. The apostles look at Him utterly anguished.

Jesus stands up saying: ‘Do not move. | shall be back at once.” He takes the
thirteenth morsel of bread and the chalice, and He goes out of the Supper-room.

The Fourth Rosary Mystery: The Assumption of the Blessed Mother into
Heaven

Meditation: “Day must be beginning to dawn because the roof-deck and the
olive trees around the house can be seen in faint light. As it grows brighter, light
entering the room through the open door helps one discern objects that were too
far from the small lamp to see until now.

Suddenly, the room is filled with a bright light, a silvery light that has a touch
of a bluish hue; it is almost phosphoric. It increases until it drowns the lamp and the
light of dawn. It is similar to the light which flooded the cave of Bethlehem at the
time of the divine Birth. In this paradisiacal light some angelic creatures appear,
whose splendid light outshines the powerful light that came before them. As it
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happened when the angels appeared to the shepherds, sparks of many different
colors dance about, flashing out of the Angels’ wings whose slow motion makes a
very soft harmonic murmur of arpeggios.

The sound produced by the Angels’ wings is now as loud as the boom of an
organ. John, though still asleep, has already stirred two or three times on his stool,
as if the powerful light and the burr of the Angels’ wings had disturbed him. He now
wakes up completely due to the powerful boom and a strong wind streaming in from
the pierced roof and out the door. It is like a whirlwind. It snuffs out the lamp and
shuts the door with a loud bang.

Half asleep, the Apostle looks around him to see what is happening. He
notices that the bed is empty, and the roof uncovered. Guessing that some wonder
must have occurred, he runs out to the roof-terrace. His spiritual instinct, or perhaps
a heavenly inspiration, causes him to lift his head. With his hand, he shields his eyes
from the rising sun and looks.

He can see Mary’s body: still lifeless, in
all respects it looks like someone sleeping. It is
carried higher and higher by the angelic choir.
The coat and veil flap as for one last salutation.
Perhaps this is caused by the rapid assumption
and the wind from Angels’ wings. The flowers
which John had put around Mary’s body have
been held in place, so far, by the garments’
fold. They now begin to fall on the roof-terrace
and on the ground in Gethsemane. The choir of
Angels’ powerful hosanna grows dimmer in
the distance.

John continues to gaze on the body as it
is assumed into Heaven. God certainly
performed a wonder to comfort him and
reward him for his love towards his adoptive
Mother. John can distinctly see Mary, :
surrounded by sunrays, as the sun rises. He sees Her come out of the ecstasy that
separated Her soul from Her body. She comes back to life and stands up, from now
on She enjoys the properties of glorified bodies.

John gazes intently. Against every natural law, God miraculously grants him
the power to see Mary, as She now is, while being assumed into Heaven. At this
point She is no longer helped by the Angels, who sing their hosannas around Her.
John is enraptured by this beautiful vision that no human pen, no human words, no
artistic works will ever describe or reproduce, because it is indescribably beautiful.

John sees the Most Holy Mother meeting with Her Most Holy Son, who is
also splendid and radiant, and whose handsomeness is indescribable. The Son
descends swiftly from Heaven, joins His Mother, and presses Her next to His heart.
Together, they are brighter than two great heavenly bodies: then Jesus, together
with Mary, returns to where He came from.

Mary’s Redemption of Woman - Mary the New Eve

Mary is speaking: “I promise you
that He would come to bring you peace.
Do you remember the peace you enjoyed
at Christmas! When you saw Me with my
Child? Then it was your time of peace.
Now it is your time of pain. But you know
by now. /t /s by means of pain that we [
achieve peace and every grace for |
ourselves and our neighbors.

Jesus-Man became Jesus-God
again, after the tremendous suffering of
His Passion. He became Peace, once more.
Peace from Heaven, from where He had
come and from where He now pours out
His peace for those who love Him in the
world. But in the hours of His Passion, He, Peace of the world, was deprived of that
peace.

Eve lived in a perfect world and chose to
embrace sin: she ate from theTree of
Knowledge - good and evil. Mary lived

in a sinful world and chose to turn away
from sin: she ate from theTree of Life.

Whether her
heart is asked to renounce her creature by her country or by the love of a spouse or
even by God Himself, she will resent and struggle against the separation. It is
natural. A son grows in our womb and the tie that links him to us can never be
completely broken. Even if the umbilical cord is cut, there is a nerve that always
remains: it departs from the mother’s heart and is grafted into the son’s heart: it is
a spiritual nerve, more lively and sensitive than a physical one. And a mother feels
it stretching even to exceedingly severe pangs if the love of God, or of a creature, or
the need of the country, take her son away from her. And it breaks, tearing her heart,
if death snatches her son from her.

Saint Maria Faustina Kowalska: The Humble Instrument

Sister Faustina (1905-1938) was a young, uneducated nun in
a convent of the Congregation of Sisters of Our Lady of Mercy in
Poland during the 1930s. She came from a poor family that
struggled during the years of World War I. She had only three years
of simple education, so hers were the humblest tasks in the convent,
usually in the kitchen or garden. However, she received

Saint Maria extraordinary revelations — or messages — from our Lord
i Jesus. Jesus asked Sr. Faustina to record these experiences, which
she compiled into notebooks. These notebooks are known today as the Diary of
Saint Maria Faustina Kowalska, and the words contained within are God's loving
message of Divine Mercy.

Though the Divine Mercy message is not new to the teachings of the Church,
Sr. Faustina's Diary sparked a great movement, and a strong and significant focus
on the mercy of Christ. Saint John Paul Il canonized Sr. Faustina in the year 2000,
making her the "first saint of the new millennium." Speaking of Sr. Faustina and the
importance of the message contained in her Diary, the Pope called her "the great
apostle of Divine Mercy in our time."

Today, we continue to rely on St. Faustina as a constant reminder of the
message to trust in Jesus' endless mercy, and to live life mercifully toward
others. We also turn to her in prayer and request her intercession to our merciful
Savior on our behalf. At the National Shrine of The Divine Mercy in Stockbridge,
Massachusetts, we include the following in our 3 o'clock prayers:

Saint Faustina, you told us that your mission would continue after your death
and that you would not forget us. Our Lord also granted you a great privilege, telling
you to "distribute graces as you will, to whom you will, and when you will." Relying
on this, we ask your intercession for the graces we need, especially for the intentions
Jjust mentioned. Help us, above all, to trust in Jesus as you did and thus to glorify
His mercy every moment of our lives. Amen

The History of the Chaplet of The Divine Mercy

In 1935, St. Faustina received a vision of an angel sent by God to chastise a
certain city. She began to pray for mercy, but her prayers were powerless. Suddenly
she saw the Holy Trinity and felt the power of Jesus’ grace within her. At the same
time, she found herself pleading with God for mercy with words she heard interiorly:

Eternal Father, | offerYou the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Your dearly
beloved Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ, in atonement for our sins and those of the whole
world; for the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have mercy on us. (Diary, 475)

As she continued saying this inspired prayer, the angel became helpless and
could not carry out the deserved punishment (see 474). The next day, as she was
entering the chapel, she again heard this interior voice, instructing her how to recite
the prayer that our Lord later called "the Chaplet." This time, after "have mercy on
us" were added the words "and on the whole world" (476). From then on, she recited
this form of prayer almost constantly, offering it especially for the dying.

In subsequent revelations, the Lord made it clear that the Chaplet was not just
for her, but for the whole world. He also attached extraordinary promises to its
recitation.

Encourage souls to say the Chaplet which | have given you (1541). Whoever
will recite it will receive great mercy at the hour of death (687). When they say this
Chaplet in the presence of the dying, | will stand between My Father and the dying
person, not as the just Judge but as the Merciful Savior (1541). Priests will
recommend it to sinners as their last hope of salvation. Even if there were a sinner
most hardened, if he were to recite this Chaplet only once, he would receive grace
from My infinite mercy (687). | desire to grant unimaginable graces to those souls
who trust in My mercy (687). Through the Chaplet you will obtain everything, if what
you ask for is compatible with My will. (1731)

Prayed on ordinary rosary beads, The Chaplet of The Divine Mercy is an
intercessory prayer that extends the offering of the Eucharist, so it is especially
appropriate to use it after having received Holy Communion at Holy Mass. It may be
said at any time, but our Lord specifically told St. Faustina to recite it during the nine
days before the Feast of Mercy (the first Sunday after Easter). He then added: "By
this Novena, [of Chaplets] | will grant every possible grace to souls." (796)

Itis likewise appropriate to pray the Chaplet during the "Hour of Great Mercy"
— three o'clock each afternoon (recalling the time of Christ’s death on the cross). In
His revelations to St. Faustina, Our Lord asked for a special remembrance of His
Passion at that hour.

“Be it known that the number of armed
soldiers was 150; those who trailed Me
while | was bound were 23. The
executioners of justice were 83; the blows
received on My shoulders, 80. | was led,
bound with cords, by the hair, 24 times;
spits in the face were 180; | was beaten on
the body,6666 times; beaten on the head,
110 times. | was roughly pushed, and at 12
o'clock was lifted up by the hair; pricked
with thorns and pulled by the beard, 23
times; received 20 wounds on the head;
thorns of marine junks, 72; pricks of thorns
in the head, 110; mortal thorns in the
forehead, 3. | was afterwards flogged and
dressed as a mocked king; wounds in the
body, 1000.The soldiers who led Me to the
Calvary were 608; those who watched Me
were 3, and those who mocked Me were
1008; the drops of blood which | lost were
28,430
